Few of us find thinking about our own death comfortable. However, taking a few minutes to do it now, when we are well, can make things massively easier for those we love when they have to plan our funeral. 
And thinking about how we would like to be remembered can help us decide to live differently and better now. 
And considering our own fragility can help us rediscover 
our proper dependence on God.
In short, noting down some thoughts about our own 
funeral can both help our relationship with God 
and be a posthumous gift to those we care for.

4. Would you like the service in St Mary’s Church?

5. Would you like the service to include a Eucharist?

6. Normally the collection taken in Church goes to St Mary’s- would you like the money to be shared with another charity? 

The Service

7. What music would you like to be played during the service? If the service is in St Mary’s then you could either have the organist play it, or ask for a CD to be played.
